* Many subjects have coursework, known as Non-Examination Assessments (NEA).
* NEAs take many different formats, depending on the subject.

* All GCSEs have an exams which are taken in the summer of Year 11.

* Only Maths, Science, Statistics and MFL have Higher and Foundation tiers.

* All GCSEs are graded on a 1-9 scale.

 Cambridge National courses are graded Pass, Merit, Distinction at Level 1 and
Level 2. (H&SC and Sport Science)
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* Computer Science — Being confident mathematically is helpful, but if your "escoue

 Drama and Dance — You are expected to perform in front of others and work
In a group.

* Food Preparation & Nutrition and Design & Technology are limited in group
size for health and safety reasons.

e Statistics supports academic study beyond GCSE, reinforces your GCSE
Maths, and is available to all students.

* You can go on to study A-level science with Combined Science or Triple.
* Fine Art and Photography are Art GCSEs. You can study no more than one.

* Similarly, you cannot study both Design Technology and Engineering.
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* Many subjects only have one group. Not all combinations are possible. Think
carefully about your order. There’s a good chance you will be using your
reserve choice.

* It is possible that a subject may not run if there is not sufficient interest.

 All qualifications are equal.

* No subject is any easier than another. All are challenging.

* You will not be changing courses during Year 10. You are expected to complete
all courses you start.
